Footwear 
Flat black shoes should be worn as part of the uniform, not trainers. Boots are 
not acceptable.

BOYS:   Grey trousers with white shirt or white polo shirt. 
               Official school sweatshirt. 
               Plain white/black /grey socks. 
 
School uniform sweatshirts/jumpers can be purchased from Whittakers in  
Bolton town centre; reading folders are on sale at the school office. 
 
In Year 6, the children have a green school jumper. All families receive a  
voucher for these, entitling you to a free green jumper from Whittakers.
